The Scots of Victoria Coordinating Group has CANCELLED the proposed ‘Tartan Day Celebrations’ to be held at Federation Square on Sunday 3rd July 2011.
After Doug McLaughlin, Deputy Chairperson SVCG, had arranged a comprehensive program of Scottish entertainment – Pipe Band, Highland Dancers, Scottish Country Dancers, Scottish Gaelic Choir, Clan Association representatives, Scottish Fiddlers, Solo Piper and an Opera Singer – he received a telephone call from Federation Square Management informing him that they had ‘double-booked’ the date.
At a subsequent meeting of entertainers’ representatives on Monday 9th May 2011, a decision was taken, in view of the double booking, to cancel the 2011 event and plan for a 2012 celebration.

NB: Immediately following this meeting, and when most of the representatives had departed, Doug received a voice mail message informing him that Federation Square Management had re-arranged their schedule and that the SVCG could now share Federation Square and surrounds with the other booking.
As a number of representatives had started to contact their groups first thing Tuesday 10th May re the decision to cancel (before they could be informed of the voice mail message), the majority of them felt that it was then too late to reverse the decision taken at the meeting.
